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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1.  The AQHA International Youth World Cup (YWC) is an educational, leadership based
event for AQHYA members from around the world. The culmination of this event is a
showcasing of skills learned in an atmosphere of friendly competition. The Youth World
Cup gives our youth a unique opportunity to learn in a “hands on” setting with other
international youth horse enthusiasts.

1.2. Youth selected for a Youth World Cup will demonstrate superior horsemanship,
leadership, camaraderie, showmanship and international goodwiill.

1.3.  The Quarter Horse Youth World Cup is held every 2 years.

1.4. Competing Youth team members will participate in clinics conducted by Professional
Clinicians and finish the YWC experience by competing in an international standard
show.

1.5. Competing Youth do not show their own horses as the host country is responsible for
assembling pools of suitable horses for each team to use in clinics and competition.

1.6.  Not all of the horses donated for Youth World Cup will be highly qualified or trained
show horses.

1.7. Teams draw for horses to be ridden, and every horse drawn by a team must be
exhibited by a member of that team.

1.8. At no time will a manager, trainer or adult be permitted to ride any of the horses at this
event; all training and preparation of the horses is to be done entirely by the Youth Team
Members.

COMMUNICATION

2.1.  The AQHA will provide briefing documents to all applicants on a regular basis leading up
to the selection camp which will outline camping programming and assorted other
information.

2.2. The AQHA will provide briefing documents to the selected team members in the lead up
to the departure of the team for the USA.

2.3.  The briefing documents will contain all information required in a concise form so that
parents/guardians and applicants will not need to make any unnecessary expensive
phone calls in an effort to obtain information.

SPONSORSHIP

3.1.  As with any major undertaking such as YWC 2010, funding will be a significant issue.
The AQHA has begun its sponsorship activities in the hope of securing corporate
sponsorship for Team Australia, YWC 2010. Should corporate sponsorship be secured
early in the campaign, all applicants and ultimately, successful team members, will be
required to promote any and all corporate sponsors as part of their activities. The team
member will be required to wear team clothing as directed by the Manager for all events.

3.2. Parents/guardians that are able to assist in introducing corporate sponsorship to cover
the costs of the team are encouraged to contact the Team Manager or Youth Convenor.

3.3. The team will be supplied a full uniform, however, in relation to sponsorship, space for
embroidery on any garment is limited and this point should be considered when
discussing potential corporate sponsorship opportunities.
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4, QUALIFYING CRITERIA
4.1.  All applicants must be 18 years or under as at 1 January 2010

4.2.  All applicants must be full financial youth members of and in good standing with the
American Quarter Horse Association. (attach copy of membership card to application)

4.3.  All applicants must have been full financial youth members for a period of two (2)
consecutive years and be in good standing with the Australian Quarter Horse
Association. (attach copy of membership card to application)

4.4.  All applicants must be Australian Citizens.
4.5.  All applicants must hold a current Australian Passport. (attach copy to application)
4.6.  Applications will only be accepted on the official application form.

4.7. Applicants must attend and take part in one of the AQHA Youth Camps in April 2009
and also the YWC Selection Camp in July 2009. Successful applicants will also be
required to attend and take part in 2 other AQHA Youth Camps prior to attending YWC
2010. Failure to attend a minimum of 4 (four) AQHA Youth camps could result in the
applicant being removed from the YWC 2010 Team if selected.

4.8 Applicants must prepare and supply a three minute video or DVD, introducing themselves
to the AQHA Selectors and exhibit all aspects of their riding ability.

4.9  For an application to be accepted, applicants must fully complete the official application
form ensuring that all requested information is supplied.

4.10 Completed Youth World Cup 2010 application forms must be received in the AQHA office
postmarked no later than 15 March 2009.

PLEASE NOTE: Applications received with a postmark after 1° March 2009

will NOT be considered.

5. SELECTION PROCESS
5.1. A panel of selectors has been appointed whose identities will remain confidential.

5.2. The Selection Panel will present to the Youth Committee their recommendations. The
Youth Committee will present their recommendations to the Board of Directors for final
selection.

5.3. Applicants will be required to bring their own horse to the camps unless otherwise
arrange with the Youth convenor. Over the duration of the camp applicants will be
required to ride horses other then their own and agree to allow their horses to be ridden
by other applicants.

5.4. The Selectors appointed to determine the team members for Team Australia for Youth
World Cup 2010 will:

5.4.1. Observe applicants leading up to selection of the team where possible, paying
close attention to and evaluating their horsemanship skills, presentation skills,
and in particular their attitude and sportsmanship.

5.4.2. Observe applicants over the selection period paying close attention to all
applicants in relation to but not limited to:

e The demonstration of exemplary standards of attitude, behaviour, ethics and
sportsmanship skills.

e« The ability to work cooperatively with peers and displaying leadership
qualities in various activities.

e Demonstrated horsemanship skills that can get the best results from horses
of varying abilities and tralnlng levels.

¢ Demonstrated grooming and presentation skills.
5.4.3. Review the applications of each applicant to establish:

e Proven show experience in a variety of AQHA events and preferably on more
than one horse.

e Proven record of working co-operatively with peers and displaying leadership
qualities in various activities.

To complete the selection process all applicants will be required to compete in a show
during which the selectors will observe all applicants paying particular attention to the
criteria set out in 5.3 above.

PLEASE NOTE: The placing and results at this show will have no bearing on the team

Five (5) Youth applicants will be selected as “riding members” of Team Australia.

Additionally, one (1) Youth applicant may be selected as a reserve member of the team
who will be expected to assist Team Australia in grooming, feeding, tacking horses,
cleaning stalls etc.

If selected, the reserve member will also be required to attend all leadership activities
held during the Youth World Cup event.

At no time will the reserve team member ride unless there is illness or injury preventing a
riding team member participating or in the event of any disciplinary action which
removes a riding team member from riding duties.

The decision of the team trainer will be final in all cases.

The announcement of those applicants selected to form Team Australia for the Quarter
Horse Youth World Cup 2010 will be made in August 2009. All applicants, successful or
otherwise, will be formally notified in the week after the announcement is made.

Additionally up to a maximum of 5 youth will be picked who may be given the
opportunity to travel as part of Team Australia to participate only in the leadership
activities provided as part of the Youth World Cup event. These 5 youth will have to
meet all expenses associated with the YWC trip.

The AQHA Youth sub committee will decide which applicant will travel as part of Team
Australia for leadership activities offered at the Youth World Cup Event in 2010. The
AQHA Youth subcommittee decision will be final and no correspondence will be entered
into.

FUNDRAISING

The cost of participation at a Youth World Cup internationally is very high, and as a
result all applicants will be required to undertake fundraising activities which will be
wholly applied to the Youth World Cup program leading up to the event.

Also, the selected team members of Team Australia 2010 will be required to raise
AUD$3,300 to compliment the AQHA’s contribution.

The figure of AUD$3,300 is the minimum amount required to be raised by a successful
applicant.

Any planned fundraising activity will need approval from AQHA prior to commencement.

All fundraising must be co-ordinated through the applicant’s Affiliate and must include all
profit and loss details.

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All applicants will be provided an official fundraising authority and documentation by the
AQHA which will include official receipt books and log sheets. This documentation is the
only documentation to be used during fundraising activities for Youth World Cup 2010.

It is a mandatory condition on all applicants successful or otherwise to forward all
monies raised by them in their fund raising efforts for Youth World Cup 2010.

All funds raised are required to be lodged at the AQHA office not later than the close of
business on 31 March 2010.

During the fundraising process all cheques are to be made in favour of AQHA.

PARENT/GUARDIAN INVOLVEMENT

The AQHA is mindful that each and every parent/guardian wishes the best for their child.
This has on occasion led to circumstances where there has been direct parental
interference in the management of previous youth teams. This is a situation that can not
and will not be tolerated.

From the departure date of the YWC team, NO parent will have contact with the YWC
team member unless approved by the Team Manager.

Team Australia for Youth World Cup 2010 will meet at a single point of departure which
will be determined as the most cost effective taking into consideration the selected team
members home State.

On arrival at the departure point the Team Manager and Trainer will assume
responsibility for the Team Members for the duration of the trip.

Parents planning to be present at the Youth World Cup event while their child is involved
or competing in Youth World Cup activities do so as 'tourists’ and understand and agree
that there will be limited time available for any interaction with their child during the
event.

In agreeing to allow their child to participate in the Youth World Cup program each
parent/guardian accepts:

7.6.1. He/she agrees that they will not interfere, attempt to influence or deliberately
disrupt the planning, execution or management of any Youth World Cup related
activity.

7.6.2. He/she agrees that they make their own travel and accommodation
arrangements and will do so as ‘tourists’, wholly independent of the team and be
self-sufficient.

Parents wishing to attend Youth World Cup 2010 are welcome to make their travel
arrangements with the AQHA’s selected travel consultant as doing so could give
discounted pricing.

DISCIPLINARY

As members of the Australian Quarter Horse Association, Team Members are subject to
the Rules & Regulations of the Australian Quarter Horse Association in regard to their
behaviour and will be subject to the disciplinary procedures of the Australian Quarter
Horse Association in the event of a breach.

Should a disciplinary matter arise while the team is travelling the Team Manager and the
Team Trainer will be required to determine any appropriate action or penalty.

Serious disciplinary matters may see the team member removed from the team and sent
home at the expense of the team member's parents/guardian.

It is an express condition of the acceptance of an application from any applicant for
Youth World Cup 2010 that the applicant’'s parents acknowledge, agree to and accept

the conditions in relation to disciplinary matters.
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APPENDIX A

The following is extracted from the American Quarter Horse Association Youth World Cup
Management Manual for the information of applicants and parents.

American Quarter Horse Association
YOUTH WORLD CUP
RULES & REGULATIONS

The rules and regulations detailed in this section are set by the American Quarter Horse Association, as
such they may be amended at any time as they deem necessary.

These rules will be used at Youth World Cup in America, and may be used in the selection process.

1 Competitors must be 18 and under as of January 1, 2010. For show purposes, the age of an
individual of the current year shall be maintained throughout the year. Competitors must be
members in good standing of the American Quarter Horse Youth Association at the time of the

event.

2 A team will consist of five members and one team manager/coach. The team manager/coach
must assume responsibility as a chaperone/s for their team and will be housed with the team.

3 Each Affiliate shall govern its system for team qualification; however, youth must qualify over a

two year time period. Teams must qualify through a recognized AQHA International Affiliate as
designated in Rule 104 (c) of the American Quarter Horse Association Official Handbook.

4 Competitors from the host Affiliate may not ride a horse he or she has previously ridden.
HORSE SELECTION
5. Competitors will use horses which they have never ridden. Horses will be grouped according to

their ability in the events to be held. Nine groups of horses, along with their show record
information will be assembled by the Youth World Cup Oversight Committee. This is to ensure
each team is provided with horses of equivalent calibre.

6. Each team will draw a group of horses on the day before practice is to begin. Five days of
practice (clinics) will be given to each team prior to the first show.

7. Each horse must be shown in at least one class. At the discretion of show management, based
on number of horses available, limits may be established as to how many times a horse may be
exhibited.

8. No adult or professional trainer may ride the horses at any time during the duration of the event
or the practice period of the shows.

9. In circumstances where a horse in a group may become lame, another horse may be substituted

for the team. Substitute horses will be chosen by the Youth World Cup Advisory Committee made
up of representatives from each country.

RULES OF COMPETITION

10. The competition will consist of two “shows”. An exhibitor riding a horse in the first show is not
required to compete on the same horse in the second show.
