The clinics will be held November 6th 7th & 8th 2010 at the Burpengary Equestrian Centre. 

 
What you can expect to gain from this clinic is a detailed explanation of the horse’s movement.  Mark 
will teach you a series of exercises, a “set of tools”, that will enhance your training program and help 
you understand not only your horses movement, but also the degrees of difficulty in what we are 
trying to achieve in the competition world. Those attending the clinic get 12 months support from 

Mark Shaffer on everything covered. 
 

PAYMENT PLAN AVAILABLE!! 

 

We encourage riders to pay in installments in the lead up to the Clinic/s. Details of how to pay are 
available on the booking form. 

 
The 2 day clinic on the 6th & 7th will be $500.00 in total. This fee includes; Meals for the rider, 

Stabling and camping for 1 horse for 2 nights . Each Rider can bring one fence sitter to attend with 
them free of charge. 

Fence sitters are welcome at $50 per head / per day. Fence sitters will get a lot out of the clinic & 
are encouraged to join in with questions, observations and so on. 

 
This 2 day clinic is available to 15 riders only and bookings will be accepted on a first in / best dressed 

basis. 
 

The 1 day clinic held on the 8th is a private clinic which is only open to riders who attended the first 2 
days, or the 2 day clinic the previous year. It will be $300 which includes Meals, Stabling and camping 

for 1 night. 
 

This clinic is only open to 7 riders. Unlimited fence sitters at $50 per head, unless attending with a 
rider as stated above.
